We are glad to announce the annual World Skate Artistic Skating International Seminar for
Judges, Technical Specialists and Coaches to prepare for the next challenging season.

It will take place in Portugal, at the beautiful city of Lisbon.

The official language of the International Seminar will be English but there will be a
translation service to Spanish and Italian.

All the classes are open to everyone. For World Skate Academy classes everybody can attend
but only the coaches proposed by their National Federations will be the ones that will be
considered in the process to become accredited World Skate Coaches.

The classes for judges have been placed at the same time as World Skate Academy (where
lessons for coaches will be held) so that judges and technical specialists will have their own
space.

For the second year the World Skate Academy for coaches will take place. This time, there
will be classes for Level 1 World Skate Teachers and for Level 2 World Skate Teachers.
Level 2 will be for the coaches that were proposed by their National Federation and have
attended last year’s Academy. In Lisbon, these coaches will have the continue the process
with the second level. For Level 1 it is expected that the National Federations propose two
coaches for each discipline (Free Skating, Pairs, Dance, Precision) to start the process.

We would like to clarify a few important points:

1. The World Skate International Seminar is open to ALL coaches, judges and anyone
who wants to participate.

2. The World Skate Academy School is officially open only to the coaches nominated by
the National Federations (coaches nominated by their National Federations will get
the recognition, but anyone can assist). Each coach needs to fulfil the criteria
required to be nominated. Please note that the decision to confirm a nominated
coach to participate at the World Skate International Academy program will be solely
up to World Skate. The deadline for the National Federations to send the names and
the information requested of the coach/es to artistic@worldskate.org is November
30t 2019. Please note that up to three coaches will be accepted for those nations
where for the vastness of the territory need more places to meet the requirements of
the project. The Artistic Technical Commission will analyse each situation and will
decide if to approve three coaches instead of two.

3. Coaches who participate will be provided with all the technical and course
information for each World Skate coach to train level 1 or 2 coaches (dependent on
the course) in their country.
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4. The World Skate Academy project is a long-term plan to address coaching and
development of the quality of skater's skills worldwide. This process is expected to
take at least 3 years to be fully functional.

The National Federations will have the opportunity to present judges for the exams to
become:
e “International Judge” for Free Skating and figures, Pairs, Dance, Precision and
Show.
The exam fee is 70 USD or 60 EUR
Also, National Federations have the opportunity to present international judges for the
exams to become:
e “International Technical Specialist” for Free Skating, Pairs, Dance and Precision.
The exam fee is 100 USD or 90 EUR
Please note that for the Technical Specialist exams, only international judges may apply.

*All exams will be in English. Maximum 2 candidates per discipline from each nation for each
exam (TS and Judges).

Payment of annual renewal of commission fees for World Skate judges (50 USD) and
technical specialists (100 USD) are due on the 315t January 2020 and can be made through
National Federations into the World Skate USD Account before this date, or alternately
payment will also be accepted at the World Skate Artistic International Seminar.

- Passport valid for up to 6 months (depending on your nationality)

- Return flight ticket is not obligatory although it is advisable to have one.

Please consider these requirements might change from country to country, so please check
the requirements with the Portuguese consulate/embassy of your country.
